Vendor Set-up and Tear-down:

Vendors may set up their booth on the morning of the event
between 8:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. If you need to set up your
booth the evening before, special arrangements need to be
made with event organizers. Vendors should be prepared to
fully stock their booth for the entire event. Vendors

can tear down their booths at 5:00 p.m. Vendors are
required to clean up all debris from their booth

space before they leave.

Liability:

Vendor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Horizons’
Lifestyle and Education Team and the City of Cascade, its
employees and officers, from claims arising out of their
participation in the 2024 WCMIAF event. Horizons’

nor the City will be liable for injuries to, or loss or damage to
the property of, the vendor, its employees, agents, guests,
or attendees, arising out of the 2024 event, including but

not limited to injuries, losses, or damage due to theft,
vandalism, fire, smoke, water from any source, electric
failure, or defects in booths, tents, or other equipment.

Such indemnification shall include, but shall not be limited to,
indemnification for all legal fees and costs that may be
incurred by Horizons’ or the City of Cascade in connection
with the defense of any claim brought by any third party
relating to or arising from the event that is the subject of this
agreement or in connection with the Horizons’ enforcement
of this provision.

Cancellation:

Vendor payments are non-refundable. Should Horizons’ find
it necessary to cancel, Horizons’ agrees to refund all money
paid by the vendor within 30 days of such cancellation.

Additional Rules and Procedures:

Booths must be staffed by vendors at all times. No smoking
is allowed inside event areas. Horizons’ reserves the right to
remove any vendor or participant from the 2024 event and
suspend future participation for unacceptable behavior
and/or non-compliance with the rules and procedures as
outlined in this contract. Iltems sold that may cause injury
to participants (i.e., items with sharp or pointed edges)
should be wrapped before leaving the vendor’s booth.
